The Word of God (Liturgy of the Word) 

The Acclamation 
Blessed be God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. 
And blessed be his kingdom, now and forever. Amen. 

The Collect for Purity 
Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no secrets 
are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, that 
we may perfectly love you, and worthily magnify your holy Name; through Christ our 
Lord. Amen. 

The Collect of the Day 
A prayer that is designed to “collect” the thoughts of the lessons and bind the thoughts of 
the congregation together. 

The Lessons 
Reader of the Word of God (Passage from Old Testament or New Testament)  
Psalm of the Day (Congregation reads allowed as Community) 
Presentation of the Gospel  
Reader: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ 
People: Glory to You, Lord Christ 
Reader: Passage from Matthew, Mark, Luke or John 
Reader: The Gospel of the Lord 
People: Praise to You, Lord Christ 
 
The Sermon 
The Nicene Creed (Recite Together) 
 

The Confession and Absolution of Sin 
Let us humbly confess our sins to Almighty God. 
Most merciful God, 
     we confess that we have sinned against you 
     in thought, word and deed, 
     by what we have done, and by what we have left undone. 
We have not loved you with our whole heart; 
     we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 



For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, 
     have mercy on us and forgive us; 
     that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, 
     to the glory of your Name. Amen. 

If anyone sins, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. He is the 
propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. (1 
John 2:1-2) 

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who in his great mercy has promised forgiveness of sins 
to all those who sincerely repent and with true faith turn to him, have mercy upon you, 
pardon and deliver you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all goodness, and 
bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Peace 
The peace of the Lord be always with you.

The Doxology 
Praise God from whom all blessings flow.  
Praise him all creatures here below,  
Praise him above, ye heavenly host,  
Praise Father, Son, and Holy Ghost. 
 

The Great Thanksgiving (Sursum Corda) 
The Lord be with you. 
     And with your spirit. 
Lift up your hearts. 
     We lift them up to the Lord. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
     It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
It is right, our duty and our joy, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father 
Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth. 

Therefore, we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the 
company of heaven, who forever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God of power and might, 
heaven and earth are full of your glory.

The Prayer of Consecration 
Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had 
sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only 
Son into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh 
and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he stretched out his arms upon the cross 
and oQered himself once for all, that by his suQering and death we might be saved. By his 
resurrection he broke the bonds of death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our 
great high priest, he ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with 
confidence before the throne of grace. 

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given 
thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body which is 
given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to 
them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed 
for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you drink it, do this in 
remembrance of me.” 

Therefore, we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again. 

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and 
thanksgiving, and we oQer you these gifts. 

Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your 
Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive this holy sacrament, and 
be made one body with him, so that he may dwell in us and we in him. And bring us with all 
your saints into the fullness of your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to 
face. 



All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity 
of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is Yours, Almighty Father, now and forever. Amen. 

The Lord’s Prayer 
And now as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to pray 
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name. 
Thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread. 
And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass 
     against us. 
And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, 
     forever and ever. Amen. 

The Breaking of the Bread (The Fraction) 
Alleluia. Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 
Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia. 

The Prayer of Humble Access 
We do not presume to come to this your table, merciful Lord, 
trusting in our own righteousness, but in your abundant and great mercies. 
We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under your table. 
But you are the same Lord, whose character is always to have mercy. Grant us, 
therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ and to drink 
his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, and our souls washed 
through his most precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. 
Amen. 

The Prayer of Thanksgiving 
Let us pray.  
Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as living members of 
your Son our Savior Jesus Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual food in the 
Sacrament of his Body and Blood. Send us now into the world in peace, and grant us 
strength and courage to love and serve you with gladness and singleness of heart; 
through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Post Communion Prayer 
Let us pray. 
Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as living members of 



your Son our Savior Jesus Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual food in the 
Sacrament of his Body and Blood.  Send us now into the world in peace, and grant us 
strength and courage to love and serve you with gladness and singleness of heart; 
through Christ our Lord. Amen.
